Personal Journey Challenge

1- “The joy of the Lord is your strength"(Neh. 8:10). Psalm 33 encourages us to find joy in our relationship with and from God. Read Psalms 33 several times this week and make a list of what brings joy in your life just because you know God personally. 

2- “The Lord’s plans stand firm forever; his intentions can never be shaken” (Psalms 33:11). The Bible promises we can find joy in any circumstance, and in every situation we can be assured God is working and God is good(Philippians 4:4; 1 Thessalonians 5:16; James 1:2–3). If you are having trouble finding joy in a present situation, then ask God to show you how you can rejoice in him, and trust his holy name (Psalms 33:21).

3- We can’t deny our emotions…but know that they can’t rule us! Our emotions must be in subjection to the Word of God. If you are dealing with emotions that are out of control, then ask God to show how your emotions can bring glory to him. Commit yourself to read slowly through the book of Psalms throughout the summer.
