Mixed Emotions: Living On Purpose Psalm 139
Personal Journey Challenge

1- God is a God of purpose. “The Lord’s plans stand firm forever; his intentions can never be shaken.” (Psalms 33:11) Everything God created has a purpose, and He made us with that same desire to find a purpose for our existence.  Accept who you are as his masterpiece, and ask him to teach you what it means to trust him in the pressing details of your life right now. (Read: Philippians 3:7-9; 2 Peter 1:3-8; Psalm 25:8-9; Proverbs 19:21; Isaiah 55:8)

2- “Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts. Point out anything in me that offends you, and lead me along the path of everlasting life.” (Psalms 139:23-24) To grow and mature as a Christ-follower make this your prayer in invitation to become intimate with God; "Lord, I don't understand what's going on around me, and my solutions are quite inferior to yours, and may even be wrong. But, Lord, I'll trust you to lead me. Revel to me my blind spots and the sin that may lie undetected in my own heart, and guide me in the way that leads to fullness of life in Christ."
